1. Agricultural products derived from animals treated with antibiotics 
shall not be marketed as organic in the United States.

USDA grants this equivalency determination under the following 
conditions: 

1. The CFIA will notify USDA in a timely manner of any: 

(a) changes with respect to the CFIA's competent authority and 
certifying agents; 

(b) proposed legislation or rulemaking that would modify any of 
Canada's laws or regulations referred to in paragraph 1; 

(c) instances of significant non-compliance with its organic 
certification program. For purposes of this equivalency 
determination, "significant" means any non-conformity that 
materially affects the integrity of the agricultural product. 

2. Following advance notice from USDA, the CFIA shall permit 
USDA to conduct on-site evaluations in Canada to verify that the 
CFIA's certifying agents are carrying out the requirements of 
Canada's organic certification program, including through visits to 
agent facilities and to production facilities and farms that agents 
have certified. The CFIA shall cooperate and assist USDA, to the 
extent permitted under domestic law, in carrying out such 
evaluations.
