Key Growth Areas:

One of the main areas of growth has been in the certified
acreage for wine grapes, up 870 acres, an increase
of 10.4%. We now serve 28 certified clients who are

winemakers. Another major trend in our organic statistics
this year is the growth in acreage of grain and forage crops.

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A phenomenal 141,371 increase in certified organic acres
represents a 40.7% single year acreage growth for CCOF.
CCOF certifies nearly 80% of California certified organic
crop acreage. In addition, a large segment of products

on the grocery shelf and produce aisle carry CCOF
certification.

There was also resurgence in field and seed crops. Oil crops
are back up to 900 certified acres after a drop down from
407 in 2005 to 142 in 2006. Similarly, cotton is up again to
240 acres from a low of 38 acres last year.

2007 also witnessed a surge in requests for certification

of processed products, in particular milk and alcoholic
beverages including beer, spirits (gin, vodka, tequila)

and wine. Looking to the future we will be tracking the
growth trends in more processed products. The table below
indicates our current number of certified clients producing
these products.

To support this growth, CCOF increased its staffing level.
